I took on a more senior role for series 2 in the absence of an SP, managing and directing the filming teams, 
shaping the story arc of the series and mapping out structure of the edits. Edit produced 3 eps.

PRODUCER / DIRECTOR: Cold Case (1x90!) ITV / Brinkworth (SD: Rob McCabe)  
Obs doc filming of a cold case team investigating a high profile decades old murder. 
 
PRODUCER / DIRECTOR: Critical Condition (S1) (4x60!) Channel 5 / Brinkworth (SP: Michael Tuft) 
*NOMINATED Best Specialist Factual Programme, Broadcast Awards 
I developed the editorial and style, helped secure access to a major NHS hospital before P/Ding on the 
series.
